¢ Famine and cannibalism: Extreme starvation led to people eating corpses, dung, and other
desperate measures. He recounts the infamous story of Mary of Bethezuba, who killed and ate
her infant son due to hunger.
Mass deaths: Bodies piled up in heaps, causing pestilential stench. Josephus estimates about 1.1
million perished during the siege (mostly non-locals trapped for Passover), with 97,000 taken
captive.
